Good evening everyone. My name is Edmund Pringle, and I’m standing for re-
election to the board. 

I first got involved in credit unions through North London Credit Union, where I 
volunteered and then served as chair. When we merged with London Capital in 
2022, I joined this board — and it’s been a privilege to be part of a much larger 
organisation doing such important work for its members. 

In my day job, I’m a software engineer and engineering leader — I spent over two 
decades at Metaswitch Networks and then Microsoft, and I now run my own 
consultancy helping organisations build strong technology teams. I bring that 
experience to the credit union because, frankly, the challenges facing a modern 
financial co-operative are increasingly technical ones. 

Over the past three years I’ve served as chair of the risk committee, and this year 
I’ve been particularly focused on strengthening our cybersecurity. Looking ahead, I’m 
working closely with Gurminder, our new CEO, on improving the credit union’s 
technology and security infrastructure — because getting that right is what will allow 
us to grow safely, serve more members, and keep your money secure. 

When I’m not worrying about firewalls and risk registers, you’ll find me at home in 
Enfield with my wife, quite possibly playing the French horn or indulging a love of 
steam trains that never quite went away after childhood.
